In the 2011-12 academic
year, the Research to Practice Program engaged teams from 35 higher education institutions
representing more than 300 individuals in conducting investigative green building research
and transferring outcomes into practice by developing replicable research and education tools.

“This past November, the Sacramento community entrusted us with $420 million to invest in making
our campuses healthier learning environments and in upgrading our classrooms to prepare every
student for college and careers. Project Green, an initiative led by our Center for Green Schools UTC
Fellow Farah McDill, played a critical part in earning the community trust needed to pass this bond
measure by directly asking and clearly responding to students’, parents’ and community members’
suggestions about how to improve their schools.” —Superintendent Jonathan Raymond, Sacramento
City Unified School District, speaking about the successful bond initiative that will fund school
improvements beginning in 2013. In 2012, the two Center for Green Schools UTC Fellows collectively
leveraged $960,000 in additional funding for their districts in Boston and Sacramento.
